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Faith  
This week, our school is focusing on the value of forgiveness, an essential part of the Christian faith. Forgiveness allows us to let go of 
resentment and embrace healing, both for ourselves and for others. One figure who embodies the spirit of forgiveness and protection is St 
Michael the Archangel. Often depicted as a warrior standing against evil, St Michael is a guardian of justice and mercy. His role reminds us that 
true strength lies not in seeking vengeance but in choosing righteousness and compassion. 

In the story of St Michael’s victory over the rebellious forces, we see an example of the balance between justice and mercy. While he is tasked with 
protecting the faithful, his mission is not one of destruction but of restoring order and peace. This parallels the Christian understanding of forgiveness—
not as a sign of weakness but as a path to reconciliation and renewal. St Michael reminds us that forgiving others is an act of courage, a way to break free 
from the chains of anger and embrace the healing power of God’s love.

During this time, we encourage our students to reflect on how they can practice forgiveness in their daily lives—whether it is forgiving a friend, seeking 
forgiveness in themselves, or simply showing kindness to those around them. 

In the coming weeks, the school will be engaging in a variety of Advent activities designed to help students reflect on the themes of hope, peace, joy, and 
love. Our Advent assemblies, prayer reflections services at St Katherine's Church, and charitable projects will provide opportunities for students to put 
their faith into action, guided by the value of forgiveness. 

As we journey through this season together, let us remember the example of St Michael, who teaches us to be both protectors of peace and agents of 
mercy. Let us also keep Father Gregory in our prayers as he embarks on his path of service and may we all be inspired to prepare our hearts for the coming 
of Christ with hope, humility, and forgiveness.

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Sparx Reader is an online reading platform allowing students to regularly 
read books for pleasure. Everyday reading is not only a relaxing activity, 
but also allows students to expand their ideas, vocabulary and improve 
understanding of any text they will face in exams or as adults.  
 
Sparx Reader offers students a choice of books at their reading level, as 
well as ensuring they read books with understanding by completing 
check-in questions along the way. The platform is used for KS3 English 
weekly homework; students need to achieve minimum 300 points each 
week (this equates to approximately 30 minute of careful reading).  
 
We are very pleased that many of our students exceed this target every 
week, with some top scorers achieving well above a thousand points a 
week. Since the launch of Sparx Reader a month ago, our KS3 students 
have completed amazing 2,060 hours of careful reading and read 
altogether 753 books so far. Truly well done!
